They both had
important impacts on my struggles to be a lawyer. I highly
recommend that everyone do some volunteer work. It frees you
from the pain of billing and collections and allows you to focus on
practicing law - the reason we became lawyers. Volunteering allows

souls. Maybe, like with me, it may actually help restore some of
that old passion that influenced our questionable decision to
practice law in the first place.

Mr. Woodard buttonholed
Commissioner Moe and asked him if he had
any ideas about what he could do to ensure
that her parents would not turn her in as a
runaway and to obtain some legal authority
for her to remain in his home. The Commissioner

suggested that Jim speak with Rosey Thurman of TeamChild about
a CHINS Petition.

With Rosey’s help, along with a variety of people including Julie
Curtis at the juvenile court, the DSHS social worker and Patty
Higgins, the probation counselor, they went through the process
and his new “daughter” was able to stay with them for a year and
one-half until she turned 18. During that time, Rosey asked Jim if
he would be interested in helping other children on a pro bono
basis and he agreed. Since that time, Jim has represented nearly a
dozen young people who needed the same opportunity for a stable
home environment as did his “daughter”.

“It has been extremely rewarding for me to help these young people
and give them a chance to succeed. The staff at TeamChild and the
juvenile court have been tremendously helpful. More volunteers
are needed to help these kids and I would encourage all members
of the Bar to consider calling Rosey at 323-1166 to volunteer your
time.

footsteps and get into family law. His mother has her MSW and
had been helping people with adoptions and crisis pregnancies
for years before she retired, and Mike’s father has been practicing
family law in Spokane since he was a wee lad.

“ Volunteering with the Volunteer Lawyers Program usually allows
me to help low income people within a fixed time frame without
worrying about how to get paid. Although I have done a significant
amount of pro bono work over the years, it is difficult to keep a firm
afloat doing too much. I know many attorneys struggle with how
to fulfill their personal or RPC 6.1 aspirations for providing legal
services for those unable to pay. I certainly struggle with this,
both financially and time wise. My father kindly teases me about
being a Legal Missionary or non-profit, but also encourages me to
keep serving while earning a living. To balance these often
divergent desires, and have fixed timelines, I now do short-term
missions work feeding and building houses for the poor and
provide divorce advice through our Volunteer Lawyers Program.”

“If you have not participated in the Divorce Advice Clinic on
Tuesday nights, I would encourage you to try it. The people are
very appreciative and have almost always filled out most of their
initial pleadings. With our advice, they are able to move forward
with ongoing help from our Family Law Court Facilitator. This
makes it easier for their families and the court. Besides, Kellee
usually comes up with an enjoyable and quick dinner before we
start!”

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SCBA HISTORY 101
Below is the fourth in a series of several articles on the
history of the Spokane County Bar Association, commissioned
by the SCBA Centennial Committee, and authored by Dale
Raugust, of Spokane Mediation Services. The Centennial
Committee felt it would be appropriate during our centennial
year to provide the bar members with some historical
perspective on our organization, putting it in the context of
the history of Spokane County. We appreciate Dale’s efforts
in researching and writing these articles - S. Edward Carroll.

SENATOR REBECCA JANE HURN

Spokane resident Rebecca Jane (Reba) Hurn was not only the
first woman to be admitted to the Washington State Bar, but
she was also the first woman to be elected to the Washington
State Senate.  Reba Hurn was born in Clear Lake, Iowa in
1881.  Her father, David Hurn, was a prominent lawyer, Judge,
banker, newspaper man and the mayor of Clear Lake.  Hurn
received a BA from Northwestern University and then in 1905
moved with her father to Spokane where her father started a
new law practice.  Hurn taught school for two years in Spokane
and Ritzville but was bored with the occupation and decided to
move to Germany in 1907 to pursue a Master’s degree at
Heidelberg University in order to enhance her chances of
teaching German in Spokane.  While in Germany she met Nathan
Straus, one of the co-owners of Macy’s in New York who
was in Germany perfecting a pasteurization process for milk,
which he used in charity work, distributing milk to poor children.
Straus and his wife became close to Reba and virtually adopted
her, eventually offering her a position in New York running the
charitable program.  While living in New York Reba saw the
terrible conditions of poverty.  She also became involved in
politics working with William Jennings Bryan in 1908 in his
Presidential campaign and chairing the New York committee
for his election.

In 1910 Reba Hurn moved back to Spokane to study law.  She
took classes at the University of Washington and also studied
with her father, in Spokane.  In 1913 she became the first
woman to be admitted to the WSBA.  Later she helped her
father in his campaign for Spokane Superior Court Judge which
he won.  She was also involved in politics for her own benefit.
On January 19, 1914, the Spokesman-Review reported that:,
“Reba J. Hurn, Spokane’s only practicing woman attorney, is
being considered as a candidate for the state legislature from
the sixth district.”  Reba decided not to run but remained active
in local politics.  In 1922 she ran for the state Senate and
defeated her opponent by a 2-1 margin.  As a Republican she
was one of 39 Republicans in the Senate to only one Democrat,
and two members of the Farmer-Labor Party, what was left of
the Progressive Party.  Senator Hurn, a fiscal conservative but

a social liberal, quickly won the respect of her colleges and
became an important and influential member of the Senate.
She won reelection in 1926 without campaigning.  She was
defeated in 1930, a year after the start of the Great Depression
as part of the Democratic landslide of that year.

After her life in the Senate Reba Hurn returned to Spokane
where she continued her law practice.  Although she considered
running for the State Senate again she never did.  She was
defeated in 1936 in her attempt to become a Spokane County
Superior Court Judge.  She was respected and often quoted in
the newspaper or consulted by party officials.  Reba never
married and thus had the freedom to participate in adventures.
One of her great joys was travel, and not just the travel of a
tourist, but totally immersing herself in a new lifestyle, living
with families rather than in hotels.  At the age of 65, when
most people are getting ready to retire, she moved to the Middle
East.  She lived in Egypt, Iraq, Lebanon and Jordan.  She was
in the Middle East from 1946 to 1948 when the state of Israel
was created and witnessed first hand the violence this created.
She wrote a book on the experience which was never published.
She continued her world travels up until her death in 1967 at
the age of 86.  (Sources:  WSBA Journal, October 2007, article
by George Scott; the writings of Laura Arksey, formerly of
the Northwest Museum of Arts and Culture; Spokesman-
Review; and Senate Journals.  Reba Hurn’s unpublished diary
from 1907-8 is located at the NMAC.)

have room for here.

I had wanted to address the plans of the Department of
Corrections of turning Airway Heights Correctional Institution
into a “therapeutic prison community,” which I saw in a
Spokesman article on July 2, 2007.  Stafford Creek is already
doing this.  The idea is to transform the prison community
into a family, where accountability and “right living” are
stressed.  The recidivism rate has been shown elsewhere to
drop by up to one half.  Living with a realistic expectation of
being your brother’s keeper, being reflective of your wrongs,
and not being allowed to swear, all seem to make a difference.

Then there are my favorite trees.  I never could figure out
how to relate them to a Presidential letter.  They are growing
by Highway 395, just across from the Wandemere Golf
Course, out of a few handfuls of dirt hung on the sheer face
of the rock cut there.  They don’t know they cannot survive
there—they just grow and believe.  I think they believe in
themselves far more than many of we humans, who are
supposedly much higher life forms, believe in ourselves.  We
could learn from those little fellows!

I wanted to write a letter on volunteerism.  I covered the
VLP’s transformation, but not the idea that we should give to
others of our time, our knowledge and expertise, and ultimately

of ourselves.  Each of you reading this letter has far more of
the bounty of our society than many people have.  We can
never share totally (that’s more humanity than I can give),
but without sharing we are all lessened as persons.
