In my first President’s Letter I promised
to keep you informed of developments
related to the Spokane County Bar
Foundation (Foundation).  The Foundation

is being organized to work with leaders in Spokane County
to support legal aid resources in Spokane County, support
diversity in the legal profession, and provide educational
support to those in the community.

The success of the King County Bar Foundation (KCBF)
provides a template for what our Foundation can achieve.
The KCBF raises funds to support pro bono civil legal aid
and diversity programs through events and committees
including the Future of the Law Institute (FLI), administered
by both the KCBF and the King County Bar Association.
The FLI, a yearlong program for minority and economically
disadvantaged high school students interested in learning more
about a career in the law, provides students with substantive
legal workshops, career counseling, a mock trial, courthouse
tour, and opportunities to meet with legal professionals.  KCBF
also holds fundraising events to support its mission.  In 2009
one such event, the Breakfast with Champions, attracted
nearly 900 guests and raised $228,000 in sponsorships, cash,
and pledges.  Our Foundation, like the KCBF, will develop
its own programs, conduct similar community outreach
activities, and engage in fundraising activities to benefit
various divisions of the Spokane County Bar Association
(SCBA), to ensure access to the legal system, and to
encourage diversity in the legal profession.

The active membership of the Foundation shall consist of
the members of the Board of Trustees of the SCBA during
their term in office.  The affairs of the Foundation, however,
will be managed by its Board of Directors who will be elected
by the Members.

For the time being, the initial Board of Directors consists of
Stephanie Taylor, Kevin O’Rourke, and me.  Stephanie and
Kevin took the laboring oar in creating the Foundation.  Their
hard work and dedication continue as they help us assemble
the Foundation’s Board of Directors.

Your input in submitting candidates for the Foundation’s Board
of Directors would be greatly appreciated.

Pursuant to its Bylaws, the Foundation will have eleven
directors.  Three will be members of the Board of Trustees
of the Spokane County Bar Association.  One will be a past
president of the SCBA.  Four will be members in good
standing of the SCBA.  Two will be non-lawyers.  One person
will be at-large at the discretion of the Board of Trustees of
the SCBA.  They will each serve a three year term except
that the Director elected to the non-lawyer positions will serve
a one year term in 2010 and three year terms thereafter.

Quality candidates will help the Foundation strengthen our
existing ties to the community while cultivating new
connections to promote diversity, education, and access to
justice.  The two non-lawyers and one at-large position will
be of particular importance in broadening our legal
community’s reach to the Spokane community.
