WSBA DUES REFERENDUM:
What You Should Know

Recently, a Member Referendum was filed
with the Washington State Bar
Association’s Executive Director calling for
a vote of WSBA Membership.  The
referendum is asking that the 2013 license

fees be reduced from $450.00 to $325.00.  On March 7th,
electronic ballots will go out to all active members, with
paper copies to those members without a valid email address
on file with the WSBA.  Members will have until April 6th to
vote.  To pass or to defeat the referendum requires a
majority vote of the active members who actually vote.  Here
are some important facts about the WSBA Member
Referendum process, your WSBA license fee and the
potential impact if the referendum is successful.

• The WSBA license fee has been the same for four
consecutive years (2010 – 2013).  Despite significant
budget pressure, recognizing the difficult economic times,
the Board of Governors voted unanimously in 2013 to
keep the license fee at $450.00.

• WSBA is both a regulatory agency and trade
association.  Washington is one of 32 states with a
mandatory bar.  The rest (18) pay a license fee to Supreme
Court and additional fees for bar membership.  The
WSBA serves 30,000 active members and is in charge
of regulating our profession, as well as providing valuable
services and programs to its members and the public.

• Paying your annual license fee is the equivalent of
obtaining a business license.  Many other professions

require an annual license fee to practice in our state.  While
a number of professions do pay less, there are many that
annually pay more.  For instance, the license for mid-
wives is $525.00, for chiropractors $607.00, for
physicians and surgeons $675.00, for dentists $576.00
and for auto dealers $750.00.

• Washington’s licensing fees are on par.  When
looking at other state bar associations that perform
regulatory functions, of the 32 mandatory state bars in
the United States, Washington’s license fees rank in the
middle among those states with comparable membership
size (for example, Michigan, Wisconsin and Georgia).
By comparison, in our region, Oregon is also a mandatory
bar with an annual license fee of $492.00, Idaho’s license
fee is $425.00 and Alaska’s license fee is $660.00.

• Reducing the license fee to $325.00 is equivalent
to the license fee collected a decade ago when the WSBA
membership was 28% smaller and offered fewer programs
and services to its members.  Cutting the license fee of
this magnitude equates to a 26% budget cut or 3.6 million
dollars from the annual operating revenue.  Member
services available to WSBA members will have to be
eliminated.  As Treasurer and Chair of the Budget and
Audit Committee for the WSBA, we would have to look
seriously at eliminating many popular programs utilized
by our members including Casemaker, the Ethics hotline,
Law Office Management program (LOMP), just to name
a few.  In addition, serious cuts to our disciplinary system
would have to be considered.

Please look for a ballot to arrive electronically or in the mail
on March 7th.  Every vote counts: For more information on
the license fee referendum, go to www.wsba.org.  You will
also be receiving information from a group formed to
oppose the referendum – Attorneys United to Preserve the
WSBA – chaired by retired Justice Gerry Alexander, Stan
Bastian (Wenatchee) and Colleen Kinerk (Seattle).

IRLJ RULE 2.6
SCHEDULING OF HEARINGS

(a) Contested Hearings.

(1) Except as provided in sections (1)(i)
and (ii), upon receipt of a response submitted
pursuant to rule 2.4(b)(2), the court shall
schedule a hearing to determine whether the
defendant committed the infraction. The
hearing shall be scheduled for not less
than 14 days from the date the written notice
of hearing is sent by the court, nor more
than 120 days from the date of the notice of
infraction or the date a default judgment
is set aside.

(i) If authorized by local court rule, a
defendant who requests a contested hearing
may first be scheduled for a prehearing
conference, which shall be scheduled for
not less than 14 days from the date the
written notice of the hearing is sent by
the court nor more than 45 days from the
date of the notice of infraction or the
date a default judgment is set aside, unless
otherwise agreed by the defendant in writing.
